MOFCOM Announcement No. 79, 2012 Antidumping on EU TDI 
By the Ministry of Commerce of China (MOFCOM)

In accordance with China Antidumping Regulations, on March 23, 2012, the MOFCOM issued its annual Announcement No. 14 deciding to start an antidumping investigation into Toluene Diisocyanate (TDI80/20) from the EU under 2012 China HS Code of 29291010.

Based on its findings, the MOFCOM has made its preliminary ruling on the EU TDI as follows.

Preliminary Ruling:

Within the investigation period for this case, the EU TDI assumed dumping activities in China and consequently caused material injury to China TDI industry. 

Cash Deposits:

The MOFCOM has decided to conduct provisional antidumping measures on EU TDI by levying cash deposits. 

As of November 13, 2012, relevant importers shall deliver cash deposits to China Customs as per the dumping margins set for EU companies by the preliminary ruling herein.
Product Description:

Investigation Scope: Toluene Diisocyanate (“TDI”, model TDI80/20) originating in the European Union;

Molecular Formula: C9H6N2O2;

China HS Code (2012 version): 29291010.

Antidumping Deposit Rates on EU Companies:

(1) Bayer MaterialScience AG - 19.2%; 
(2) Zaklady Chemiczne ZACHEM S.A. - 18.1%; 
(3) Borsodchem Zrt. - 6.6%; 
(4) Perstorp France - 37.7%; 
(5) Dow Chemical Tarragona - 37.7%;
(6) All Others - 37.7%

Levy Method:

The cash deposits shall be calculated ad valorem by using the customs-assessed duty-paid value in the formula: 

Cash Deposit Total = (Duty-Paid Value × Antidumping Deposit Rate) × (1 + Import VAT Rate)
